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LONG POND CONSERVATION AREA

DIRECTIONS: From Rt. 28 in Cotuit, take Santuit-Newtown Road north, heading
toward Lovells Pond. Follow Santuit-Newtown Road for 2.2 miles. The entrance
is on the left. There is plenty of parking.

SITE DESCRIPTION: This 37 acre site abuts beautiful Long Pond and is the site of
our community gardens. Approximately 2 miles of trails traverse the site, leading
visitors through fields, woodlands and to two observation decks overlooking the
Pond. There is an interpretive trail with 30 stops highlighting the vegetation,
ecology and geology of this unique area. Hiking, fishing and picnicking are
welcome. All hunting is prohibited. Check the kiosk at the trailhead parking area
for additional information.
