» Manmade, persistent “forever chemicals”
» Common in consumer products
» Detected in over 99% of Americans
» Linked to wide range of health effects

PFAS IN DRINKING WATER
» No federal drinking water standards
» New Mass. standard among strictest in U.S.
» Hyannis PFAS treatment started in 2015
