NOTICE: Foods may only be prepared and served at the exact location specified above at the time and date of the event or
special celebration. Each table/booth foodhandler manager shall possess Servsafe training and certification (or equivalent).
Handwash station required at each table/booth. The fee is $40.00 per permit for each vendor (per booth, table, or cart) for a
one-day event. The fee is $50.00 for two or more days per permit for each vendor (per booth, table, or cart).

Exclusions:

Excluded from appearance before the Board of Health at a public meeting are charity events benefiting organizations such as
boy scouts, girl scouts, churches, fire departments, school band, school sports, etc. which are required to pay a processing fee
of $5.00.

Also excluded from appearance before the Board of Health at a public meeting are one-day special events with non-potentially
hazardous foods such as coffee, popcorn, pretzels, hot-dogs, salsa chips, potato chips, bottled water, soda and other low-risk
foods; however this exemption can only be applied after directly seeking permission from the Director of Public Health who
will communicate with the Chairman of the Board regarding the request for exemption.

In all cases, each applicant must obtain temporary food permits from the Health Division at least four days prior to the special

event or celebration.

IMPORTANT: The applicant should first obtain approval from the organizer of the event (in many cases the Hyannis
Chamber of Commerce- 362-5230) prior to obtaining a food permit from the Board of Health at least four (4) days prior to
the event.
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
