Week #1 (Night Flushing)

Grids 1-A, B, Cand 2-A, B, C and 3-A, B Included streets in these areas: Camp Street, Mary Dunn Road,
Airport Road, Iyannough Road and Main Street

Week #2 (Night Flushing)

Grids 1-C, D and 2-B, C, D and 3-B, C Included streets in these areas: Falmouth Road, Walton Avenue,
Compass Circle, Bacon Road, High School Extension, Phinney’s Lane from (#943-#1200), Old Strawberry
Hill Road from (Phinney’s Lane to Falmouth Road) and Pitcher’s Way.

Week #3 (Night Flushing)

Grids 2-D and 3-B, C, D also 4-B, C Included streets in these areas: West Main Street, Barnstable High

Working North & South of Falmouth Road / Rte. 28 and all streets East & West will be flushed during this
week.
